Basic Skills Enrollment Limitation

allowed to enroll in additional basic skills courses. Students with a learning disability may request an exemption 
through the Disabled Student Programs and Services (DSPS) Office. Also, this limitation does not apply to enrollment 
in noncredit basic skills courses.

Acceptance into the competitive, highly selective acting program is by 
audition and interview only.  Specific information concerning entrance 
requirements is available in the Theatre Production Office (Theatre Building 
- Room 208).  Please note that any actor interested in pursuing training 
at the Los Angeles Theatre Academy must exhibit competence in spoken 
English.  Those actors with pronounced dialects and regional accents who 
are accepted into the Academy  will be required to spend extra time over the 
course of their training in the Speech Lab so that lack of understanding or 
articulation does not become a hindrance. Training at the Academy requires 
enrollment in the Fall Semester, Winter Intersession, and Spring Semester.
