Topics include the chemistry and properties of
three groups of biological macromolecules (proteins, carbohydrates and lipids) and their building blocks,
protein structure and function, enzyme catalysis, and the details of the central metabolic pathways (glycolysis,
glycogenolysis, the citric acid cycle, electron transport, and oxidative phosphorylation) including their
regulation and integration. Throughout the course the organizing principles of biochemistry and the distinctive
characteristics of the living state will be emphasized. The laboratory exposes the students to a variety of
biochemical techniques and how they are used to evaluate biomolecules and biochemical systems.
