Policy for Use of Free Speech Area 

COLLEGES AS NON-PUBLIC FORUMS: The colleges of the Los Angeles Community College District are non-public forums, except for those portions of each college designated as Free Speech Areas which are hereby designated as limited public forums, which designation may be removed and reverted to non-public forum at any time as designation by the Los Angeles Community College District Board of Trustees (Article IX, Section 9902). 

FREE SPEECH AREA: The Free Speech Area is located at the entrance to the college in the Vermont breezeway.  This area is designated as the Free Speech Area because there is normal flow of student traffic with unlimited accessibility. Necessary campus rules governing the operation of such area shall govern only the time, place, and manner in which the area is to be used. All such rules shall be applied equally and fairly to persons desiring to operation of such area. 

ACCESS: All persons or organizations that wish to use the Free Speech Area shall notify the Office of Student Life located inside the Student Union building prior to use in order to: 
· report his/her presence on campus in advance.
· identify the organization and give the name of the distribution and address of the organization.
· indicate how many people will be distributing along with the date(s) and time(s) of distribution. The college may set reasonable time restrictions in order to ensure equal access to the use of the Free Speech area.
All Persons or organizations that wish to use the free speech area must fill out a Free Speech Area Acknowledgement Form in the Office of Student Life. If there are multiple groups or organizations simultaneously using the free speech area, each must recognize the rights and privileges of the others to use the area, allowing equal access and opportunity for expression. 

MANNER: No restrictions shall be placed on subject matter or viewpoints expressed; however persons using the Free Speech Area will be expected to monitor the content and conduct of their speech such that:
· No one shall use coercion, force or impede the progress of a passerby into taking the material or signing a paper. No one shall distribute material in a manner which disrupts the orderly operation of the college or interferes with the educational process of the college.

[bookmark: _GoBack]9902.10 Responsibilities of Persons Using Free Speech Areas. All persons using the Free Speech Area of a college are expected to monitor the content of their speech such that the expressions (1) is not obscene, libelous or slanderous according to current legal standards, (2) does not create a clear and present danger in the commission of unlawful acts on community college premises, (3) is not in violation of community college regulations, or (4) does not substantially disrupt the orderly operation of the college. Any person who is found to have expressed speech in violation of this section may be subject to the sanctions applicable respectively to students, staff faculty or visitors. EC 76120

RESTRICTIONS: Persons using the Free Speech Area may not:
· Use any means of amplification,
· Physically touch, strike or impede the progress of passersby
· Solicit donations or sell items except where he/she is collecting funds for an organization registered as a nonprofit corporation with the California Secretary of State. 


POSTINGS: Subject to the Los Angeles Community College District’s Free Speech Policy (Board Rule Section 9901 et seq. ) and Los Angeles City College regulations governing free speech on campus, the college designates one panel on each kiosk as Free Speech Bulletin Boards. All materials posted on the kiosk bulletin boards must be authorized, with a date limit stamp, by the Office of Student Life in the Student Union Building. No Materials may be posted on walls, windows, or doors. Unauthorized postings will be removed. Use of departmental and office bulletin boards is at the discretion and approval of the area’s supervisor/chair.  

Board Rule Article XII, section 91203: VISITORS WHO DISRUPT. In any case in which a person who is not a student or officer or employee of the Los Angeles Community Colleges and who is not required by his/her employee to be on campus or any other facility owned, and operated or controlled by the Board of Trustees, enters such campus or facility and it reasonably appears to the president or his/her designated representative that such person is committing any act likely to interfere with the peaceful conduct of activities of such campus or facility or has entered such campus or facility for the purpose of committing and such act, the president or his/her designated representative may direct such person to leave such campus or facility, and if such person fails to do so or if such person willfully and knowingly reenters upon such campus or facility within 72 hours after being directed to leave, he/she is guilty of  a misdemeanor. CA Penal Code section 626.6

Consequences of Violations
ANY violation by an outside organization will result in loss of ALL posting and distribution privileges for a length of time to be determined by the Dean of Student Affairs.

Person found in violation of these responsibilities will be subject to applicable sanctions.
