The Administration of Justice program is 
a “hands-on” forensic-oriented program 
that teaches students the fundamental 
concepts and tasks of law enforcement and 
concentrates on investigative skills. Our 
program truly prepares students to seek 
employment in the workforce.

The program stresses practical application 
in order to expose students to the 
fundamental concepts and tasks of 
law enforcement and ready them for 
employment. Additionally, students 
are prepared for the qualifi cation and 
screening process required to enter law 
enforcement academies such as the Los 
Angeles Police Department Academy.

Internship opportunities include the 
Los Angeles Police Department, the 
Los Angeles Sheriff’s Department, 
the District Attorney’s Offi ce, the 
Coroner’s Offi ce, and the Probation/
Parole Offi ces.

Administration of justice in the U.S. court system 
includes the personnel, activity, and structure of 
the justice system. Specifi cally, it includes those 
who work to investigate crimes, those who work 
in the trial process of the alleged crimes, laws 
that govern investigative and courtroom activity, 
and the courts themselves.

DEGREES & CERTIFICATES

POLICE AND SHERIFFS PATROL OFFICERS 

The most common type of police and detectives, and have general 
law enforcement duties. They wear uniforms that allow the public 
to easily recognize them as police offi cers. They have regular 
patrols and also respond to emergency and nonemergency calls. 
During patrols, offi cers look for signs of criminal activity and may 
conduct searches and arrest suspected criminals.

PRIVATE INVESTIGATORS 

Private Investigators search for information about legal, fi nancial, 
and personal matters. They offer many services, such as verifying 
people’s backgrounds and statements, fi nding missing persons, 
and investigating computer crimes.

FORENSIC SCIENCE TECHNICIANS 

Forensic Science Technicians aid criminal investigations by 
collecting and analyzing evidence. Many technicians specialize in 
either crime scene investigation or laboratory analysis.

ASSOCIATE OF SCIENCE (AS-T) DEGREE 

The AS-T in Administration of Justice provides a clearly articulated 
curricular track for students who wish to transfer to baccalaureate 
Administration of Justice, Criminal Justice, or Criminology degree 
programs at a California State University (CSU) campus. This 
degree provides the lower division Administration of Justice major 
courses required at many CSUs while exposing students to the core 
principles and practices in the fi eld of Administration of Justice. The 
AS-T degree will enable students to develop a strong foundation in 
the theory and practice of law enforcement and law enforcement 
investigation, the origin and application of criminal law, the various 
components of the criminal justice system, the structure of the 
various court systems, and trial process.

ASSOCIATE OF ARTS (AA) DEGREE 

The AA in Administration of Justice prepares students for entry-level 
positions in administration of justice. There are three components 
in administration of justice – law enforcement, the court system, 
and corrections. Law enforcement is the gateway function and 
includes police, sheriffs, and federal law enforcement agencies. The 
court system is responsible for adjudicating crimes as presented 
by the prosecutor. The court-room work group includes the judge, 
the attorneys, bailiffs, court clerks and court reporters. Corrections, 
which comprise incarceration and community-based corrections, 
include custody offi cers, probation and parole offi cers, program 
counselors, and other rehabilitative services.

CERTIFICATE OF ACHIEVEMENT 

The Certifi cate in Administration of Justice is designed for students 
who wish to prepare themselves for one of several careers in law 
enforcement. The Certifi cate enables students to develop a strong 
foundation in the theory and practice of law enforcement and law 
enforcement investigation, the origin and application of criminal 
law, the various components of the criminal justice system, the 
structure of the various court systems, and trial process.

SKILLS CERTIFICATE – FINGERPRINT EXPERT

Upon completion of the skills certifi cate courses, students 
will receive a certifi cate that qualifi es them to take the state 
fi ngerprint examination, which is required for the position of Finger 
Identifi cation Expert.
